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AP PAYMENTS EXPLAIN EARLIEST DATE 

When making supplier payments that are overdue or early, you can choose when the postings are made. 

You can choose Today’s Date, or you can choose the Earliest date of all invoices being paid on that 

payment.  

The date you choose will affect the date on the cheque, and the date of the General Ledger postings. 
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Date For Overdue Payments 

There are overdue invoices for this supplier and instead of using Today’s Date for the payment you’ve 

chosen to use the Earliest date of all invoices being paid. The earliest due date of all invoices being paid is 

August 4, so that becomes the Payment Date. 

 

 

 

The payment was entered today, but the GL postings are dated as of August 4. 
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The cheque will also be dated August 4. 
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Date For Early Payments 

You’re going on vacation and you want to make a payment and print the cheque in advance so it can be 

mailed during your absence. There are no payments due yet, so that makes this an “early payment”. 

Instead of using Today’s Date, you’ve chosen to use the Earliest date of all invoices being paid. The 

earliest due date of all invoices being paid is September 1, so that becomes the Payment Date.  

 

 

The payment was entered today, but the Payment Date is September 1. Accounts Payable is debited right 

away, but the funds will not leave the Bank Account until the actual Payment Date. 
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The cheque will be dated September 1.
